Gail B and Susan Dr - Exploding Pineapple Techniques: showed one technique where
you sew two squares together right sides together, mark corner to corner on one side. Sew
quarter inch seam all the way around. Cut on the lines then fold out the trianges. Then do it
again. Tip: on the square you are going to cut, fold in half and snip in the middle.

Issue with this method is that there is a lot of work with material cut on the bias.

To avoid the issues with bias is to use paper piecing.
