“Learn how to Free Motion Quilt on a domestic machine.  Proper placement of hands, many 
quilting designs and general information about quilting a quilt will be discussed.  Bring a sample 
of your work, or future work, to class for a discussion on possible quilting ideas.  Lots of samples 
will be available.” 
  
Supplies: Sewing  machine with it’s slide-on table, darning foot, regular thread and needle, 
Supreme Slider or similar product is helpful, quilting gloves (not garden gloves), five 12” quilt 
sandwiches of starched solid fabric, any fabric marking tools you have, and plain paper and 
pen for drawing.  A pillow to sit on will help to bring your arms up to an appropriate height.
